Fresh from a gruelling six-day trek in the Nepalese Mountains, Councillor Peter Wayne,
 thanks all those who helped him raise £3,200 for charity.


“I have braved an arduous hike on tough terrain, sleeping in tents each night. The trek was extremely gruelling, hot 34c and humid! And I was sharing my experience with leeches, mosquitoes and snakes. We were climbing two and a half to three hours at a time up very steep boulders, but having the experience and reward of the wonderful rhododendron forests and ice-tipped mountain peaks and clear blue skies was a mesmerising experience.  As well as a lack of water for washing, the 34 climbers in the group had to contend with sprained ankles, broken ribs and strained muscles.  It was a pretty tough adventure, not having had any water for washing for a whole week and having to find one's way at night with headlamps to the wigwam, where the toilet was, though it was really just a hole in the ground!  The toughest moments of all were actually coming down through the mountains and the rainforests because of the very steep boulders and walking through rivers.  At the age of 63, to have attempted something like this brings a wonderful sense of achievement!” 

The money raised will go towards Music Makers, a charity run by radio station Classic FM, which funds music therapy and education projects for disadvantaged people across the UK.
