The parish council currently meets 6 times a year (January, March, May, July, September and November).  Agendas and minutes will be posted on the two Village Notice Boards and, if possible, on the notice boards in the White Hart and Blackhorse pubs.  If residents would like a copy prior to the meeting they will need to supply their email/postal address to the clerk.  Some spare copies will be available at meetings.  

Provision of a parish council website is being investigated and will be discussed at the next meeting.  If any resident has experience/knowledge of website design and would be interested in helping set up such a website, please make contact with the clerk.

Residents can contact the parish council with suggestions and issues by writing to the clerk at the above postal or email address.  Correspondence received by the clerk is brought to the attention of all parish councillors.  Alternatively, parish council meetings are open to the public and arrangements are in place for hearing members of the public.  The time allocated to this session will be increased to 30 minutes at future meetings.  The parish council is aware that some residents have had difficulty hearing meetings clearly and the possibility of purchasing a loudspeaker system for the Village Hall is being investigated.    

Several residents have advised they are frustrated at the current state of the park/play area at Brookside.  This area is owned and maintained by Hertsmere Borough Council.  The parish council has been in regular contact with the Area Parks Officer and will continue to put pressure on Hertsmere to complete the necessary repair work.  

We are, however, pleased to report that the recently installed goal posts and nets on the Glebeland are being well utilised and enjoyed and following the parish council’s successful application for a grant, two new public benches have been installed on the village green

Litter is a ongoing problem in the village and contact has been made with the Street Cleansing department at Hertsmere Borough Council.  Refuse collection is managed by Hertsmere Borough Council and problems should be reported on 020 8207 7480.  

Councillor Yvonne Harverson recently organised a summer outing for senior citizens following a grant to the parish council from Councillor John Usher’s Locality Budget.  Future trips are subject to the necessary funding being available and details will be posted on the village Notice Boards.

Local planning applications continue to be reviewed regularly by the parish council and comments made, where appropriate, to Hertsmere Borough Council.  All decisions on planning applications are made by the Borough Council.

The next parish council meeting is on Thursday 2nd September at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.  We look forward to seeing you.

M25 Widening Junction 16 to 23

The parish council was recently invited to attend a meeting with Skanska Balfour Beatty, the contractors carrying out the works to widen the M25 between junctions 16 to 23.  The proposed works will entail the construction of an environmental bund between junction 22 (London Colney) and 23 (South Mimms) which is to be sited in fields immediately to the east of the M25 sloping downwards towards the St Albans Road, north of the village.  The bund will be fully landscaped and will be a gently rising area of farmland.  The widening of the road will take place within the existing boundaries of the M25, the current hard shoulder becoming lane 1 and the new hard shoulder will be discontinuous.  New lighting and gantries for traffic control cameras/equipment are also proposed.  Full details of the information provided by Skanska Balfour Beatty will be available at the next parish council meeting together with maps and diagrams.
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
